Proposition 30, the Education Protection Act (EPA), was approved by voters in November 2012. 
This funding was slated to end on December 31, 2018, with the sales tax portion of the funding 
ending on December 31, 2016. On November 8, 2016, voters extended Proposition 30 for 12 
additional years to 2030-31 through the passage of Proposition 55, the California Children's 
Educational and Health Care Protection Act. This measure extended the increased personal income 
tax rates for upper income earners, but did not extend the sales tax portion of Proposition 30. The 
restrictions attached to revenue generated from Proposition 55 remain the same as those attached 
to Proposition 30, namely these funds cannot be used for administrative costs. It is estimated that 
the District will receive approximately $95.7 million and will use these funds for faculty salaries 
and benefits as reflected in Chart #5.
