Echeverri introduced the resolution citing data on the second year of implementation of 78 
AB 705.  Issues of great concern remain, including low enrollment and learning loss.  79 
Those issues also seemed to be of great concern to the Board of Trustees at the last 80 
meeting of their Institutional Effectiveness and Student Success Committee.  Of 81 
particular concern are the data for English 101, which show that course completion has 82 
gone down from 67% to 58%.  Data disaggregation by ethnicity shows widening equity 83 
gaps.  Echeverri argued that the District is disenfranchising students in the middle of a 84 
pandemic by limiting course options.  Overall, the LACCD is seeing enrollment declines 85 
among first-time students.  Many students who have recently graduated high school 86 
may not be ready for college-level work and feel reluctant to enroll.  Most colleges are 87 
not offering any English classes below English 101.  Curriculum choices impact 88 
enrollment.  Nicholas observed that data reported at the District Planning Committee 89 
show that the LACCD has lost 30% of its associate’s degree students since the beginning 90 
of the COVID-19 pandemic.  Limited access to services such as Financial Aid and 91 
Admissions and Records were also cited as barriers.  There was also discussion of 92 
dividing or postponing this action item.  The motion to postpone failed; the original 93 
motion was approved by unanimous consent.   94

Echeverri reported on possible marketing for the LACCD.  The firm, Elder Tree, would bill 348 
the District for $15 million per year, with an option to renew for 5 years.  The Board of 349 
Trustees did not accept this initial proposal, citing concerns about cost.  This item will be 350 
reconsidered at a subsequent Board meeting.  Echeverri noted that advertising is a 351 
positive move for the LACCD, but if students cannot enroll because of software or 352 
business practices which are not student-friendly, or if the District is offering courses 353 
which students do not need, then the significant funds spent on advertising may not be 354 
a wise expenditure.  The District had a contract with Interact a few years ago which was 355 
$4 million, and the deliverables were not significant.  Moreover, it is unclear how 356 
colleges can pay for this new cost.  The proposed contract with the L.A. County Sheriffs 357 
was not accepted, in large part due to the increased cost.  At present, it is not known 358 
what will happen if the Sheriffs’ Department is not requiring their deputies to be 359 
vaccinated, a possible conflict with BP 2900, which mandates vaccinations for students 360 
and employees (unless they have an approved medical or religious exemption).     361
