DAS 1st VP Report for the DAS meeting on February 9, 2023 (Anna Nicholas) 192 

Since my last report, the Equivalency Committee met on 12/12/2022. The committee reviewed 193 
three equivalency requests, one from Art/Museum Studies, one from Law, and one from 194 
Coaching. The committee voted unanimously to grant the applicant equivalency in Art/Museum 195 
Studies based on their documentation, including the Verification of Experience (VOE).  The 196 
committee then voted unanimously to deny the applicant equivalency in Law based on the 197 
insufficient number of units on their transcript. And, the committee voted unanimously to grant 198 
the applicant equivalency in Coaching based on provided documentation indicating eminence in 199 
the field.  200 
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The committee also unanimously approved changing the time of Spring 2023 Equivalency 201 
Committee meetings from 1-3 p.m. to 2-4 p.m. 202 

The committee generated a first draft of the 2023 District Discipline Day schedule, which was 203 
then reviewed and modified by the DAS Executive Committee. A major change in comparison to 204 
previous years was to prioritize the work of the District Discipline Committees. This was done in 205 
response to the feedback we received after previous Discipline Days. Since then, I emailed the 206 
chairs of the District Discipline Committee to inquire if their committee is planning to meet. If 207 
you are aware of any chairs who have not received my message, please ask them to contact me, 208 
as we want to make sure everyone who wants to participate is included. 209 

The Administrative Retreat Rights Workgroup met on Thursday, 1/26/2023 and discussed 210 
questions that will be submitted to the AFT lawyer by Elizabeth Thornton, the AFT rep on the 211 
workgroup.
